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What Deploying Commanders Need to Know:

1. Initial mobilization orders will be for 25 days for mobilization processing.  Soldiers who fail to meet deployment medical standards may be released from active duty, returned to prior reserve status and returned to their home address.

2. If a soldier becomes medically non-deployable after that time, they will fall under the command and control of the 5035th GSU.

3. Soldiers will receive any required medical care necessary to make them deployable or, if that is not possible, they will be released when they can complete their care and the VA or through the Tri-Care system.

4. A certified Line of Duty (LOD) determination is required for continued care after release from active duty (REFRAD).

5. If a soldier receives a P3 or P4 profile after the initial 25 days, they will be evaluated by a Medical Evaluation Board (MEB).

6. If a soldier is injured in theater and must return to CONUS for medical care, they will be sent to Fort Bliss for care and complete processing.  LODs for incidents that occurred in theater must be completed in theater.  Commanders should refer to FBT OIF 2 OPORD 3-1210 Appendix 2 to Annex E for complete medical hold procedures. 

7. Soldiers need to arrive at Fort Bliss with enough uniforms to get them through their medical care and other administrative processing.  Soldiers will be required to be in the Physical Fitness Uniform for many medical appointments.  

8. Soldiers who are returning to CONUS for emergency or other administrative reasons should return to theater as their commanders direct.  If a soldier cannot return to theater (for any reason), they should report to Fort Bliss for disposition and processing.

9. Soldiers who return from theater remain under the command and control of their commanders and the 5035th GSU.  They should make every attempt to maintain contact with their unit commanders in theater.  At no time should a soldier officially report to their unit rear detachment.
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
