MEMORANDUM FOR ALL MOBILIZING UNITS DURING OIF II

SUBJECT: DENTAL READINESS REQUIREMENTS

1.  All Mobilizing Reserve Component Units must have the following completed to meet validation requirements prior to departing the Fort Bliss installation:

     a.  Dental Record jacket with correct patient information.

     b.  Completed Medical History form.

     c.  Periodic dental examination including Periodontal Screening Report (PSR) and Dental Classification 1 or 2 annotated on SF 603 or SF 603a (within last twelve months).  Please see "Annual Periodic Dental Examination" stamp example (enclosure 1).

     d.  Bitewing radiographs (diagnostic quality).

     e.  Panographic radiograph (properly identified, dated, of diagnostic quality, must adequately represent the current oral condition of the soldier). 

     f.  Completion of Class 3 dental treatment to return soldier to Class 1 or 2 dental readiness status.

2.  Each soldier who hasn't completed the preceding requirements prior to arriving at Fort Bliss for mobilization will be required to complete them before Unit validation and departure.

3. Mobilizing units should send their soldier’s dental records to Fort Bliss as soon as possible for prescreening prior to arriving in order to expedite dental processing and treatment.  Unit Administrator can send records to: Fort Bliss Dental Activity, Dental Clinic #3, Bldg 2954, Carrington Road, Fort Bliss, TX 79916, ATTN: Readiness Officer.
