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The Combat Vehicle Evaluation is a HQ DA directed program, under AR 750-1 designed to identify those vehicles that qualify for depot overhaul maintenance at Letterkenny Army Depot.  Each year, U.S. Army Tank-Automotive Command (TACOM), Warren, WI issues a memo listing vehicles that are candidates for annual evaluation.  Units submit list of candidates to this office where it is  consolidated and forwarded to TACOM for a review.  This office coordinates with units and TACOM a time frame in which team contracted by TACOM can visit Fort Bliss for on-site inspection.  Once on-site inspection is completed and results are reported, each score is run through the TACOM National Maintenance Point  (NMP) computerize devaluation program to determine final scoring.  The NMP CVE program manager makes the final selection to rebuild from the computer evaluation.
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
